a. ZOTA #08-01.  Zoning Text Amendment, Article 3, Section 3-5.1 FPD-Floodplain District.
The Town of Warrenton proposes to revise the Warrenton Zoning Ordinance, Section 3-5.1 Floodplain District to reflect current requirements of the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) and the revised Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRM, February 6, 2008).  The Floodplain District is an overlay to the existing underlying zoning which identifies areas of inundation from a 100-year flood to restrict development and protect downstream properties from flooding and damage.  There are eleven (11) commercial and residential properties in the Town of Warrenton affected by the floodplains and their designation allows for the availability of flood insurance to those properties in accordance with the Federal Flood Insurance Program.  The Warrenton Comprehensive Plan identifies the Town Floodplains as conservation areas that are reserved for only limited development consistent with the designated FEMA maps.

b. Town of Warrenton Capital Improvement Program: 2009-2014.

Public consideration of the draft six-year program of projects for recommendation to the Town Council.  The Program lists projects planned for construction within the six-year period and identifies those public investments scheduled for implementation in the next fiscal year as the capital portion of the fiscal year 2009 Annual Budget.  The proposed 2009-2014 Capital Improvement Program, as drafted, contains 54 projects totaling $16,831,158 with 20 of those projects scheduled for fiscal year 2008-09 estimated at $3,191,343 from all fund sources.  Projects include the water and sanitary sewer treatment improvements; expansion of the Town Reservoir; street and drainage improvements; Phase 2 of Eva Walker Park improvements; a summer outdoor park in Downtown; parking improvements for downtown; and new access from Route 211 for the soccer and ball fields at the Warrenton Aquatic Recreation Facility.
