Request for release of the Letter of Credit (No. 0100653-01) held for development of a two story office building on Sullivan Street (SDP #05-04).  The original bond amount was $123,951.57 and was previously reduced by Council to a Maintenance Bond (15%) on August 9, 2006.  The request is for release of the Maintenance Bond in the amount of $19,195.79 as the project is complete and the bond has been held for the requisite twelve (12) months.

Public Improvements Bond Release – Lineweaver, Phase II, Lot 4; ReMax Building. Request for release of the Public Improvements Bond (Cash) held for development of Lots 4 and 5 of the Lineweaver Technology Park, Phase II located at Holiday Court and Walker Drive (PP #04-07).  The original bond amount was $14,375.00 and has not been previously reduced.  The project has one completed office building (ReMax) and has been approved for another office on Lot 5.  The improvements associated with the subdivision of Lot 1 into lots 4 and 5 have been complete and are eligible for reduction to a Maintenance Bond of 15% or $2,156.25 as required by the Warrenton Zoning Ordinance, Section 10-8.5 to insure the durability of the supplemental infrastructure.

Maintenance Bond Release – Richard’s Kingsbridge South Subdivision.  Request for release of the Letter of Credit (No. 4016790) held for development of a seven (7) townhouse lot subdivision on Falmouth Street at Kingsbridge Court (SDP #03-20).  The original bond in the amount of $27,322.25 was reduced by Council in January 2006 to a  Maintenance Bond of $15,003.77.  The site is complete and the requirements of the bond have been satisfied.  The Maintenance Bond is eligible for release.

Letter of Credit Reduction – Warrenton Office Building II.Request for reduction of the Letter of Credit (No. 41-3040307) held for the development and site improvements associated with the new office building located at Broadview Avenue (Route 17) and Solgrove Road (SDP #03-17).  The original bond amount was $30,000.00 and this is the first request for reduction since the bond was placed on July 14, 2004.

The project has been inspected and is eligible for reduction to a 12 month Maintenance Bond at 15% of the original bond or $4,500.00.
