Letter of Credit Release – North Rock Commercial, Building H.
Request for release of the Letter of Credit (No. 5300322-4801) held for development of a two story office building on Sullivan Street (SDP #04-27).  The original bond amount was $87,308.00 and was previously reduced by Council to a Maintenance Bond (15%) on October 10, 2006.  The request is for release of the Maintenance Bond in the amount of $13,096.20 as the project is complete, As Built drawings have been approved and the bond has been held for the requisite twelve (12) months.

Public Improvements Bond Reduction – Monroe Estates Subdivision.

Request for reduction of Public Improvements Bond No. SU 6001507 currently held as a surety for the construction of the infrastructure for the residential subdivision located on Old Meetze Road (SDP #01-08).  The original bond amount was $1,063,907.85 and was reduced once by Council on January 13, 2004 to $385,885.76.  The project is complete and the bond is eligible for reduction to a Maintenance Bond of 15% or $159,555.72 as provided for by the Warrenton Zoning Ordinance, Section 10-8.5.

Letter of Credit Reduction – Breezewood Subdivision. Request for reduction of the Letters of Credit held for the development and site improvements associated with the Breezewood Subdivision located on Walker Drive at Academy Hill Road (SDP #98-10).  The original bonds include:

· Erosion & Sediment Control (LOC #0100314-01) – Originally $7,129.99, this bond has not been previously reduced.  All improvements are complete and the bond is eligible for release as having fulfilled its purpose.

· On-Site Bond (LOC #0100314-04) – Originally $520,344.00, it was reduces to $120,103.00 by Council on December 14, 1999.  It is eligible for reduction to a Maintenance Bond of $78,051.60.
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· Off-Site Bond (0100314-03) – Originally $424,113.00, it was reduced to $96,281.00 by Council on December 14, 1999.  It is eligible to be reduced to a Maintenance Bond of $63,616.95.

The project has been inspected and is eligible for reduction to a 12 month Maintenance Bond at 15% of the original bond.  The combined bonds (on- and off-site) would be $141,668.55.  The Erosion & Sediment Control Bond can be released.
