a. Special Use Permit #07-12.  Drive Through Facility for The Fauquier Bank, 87 West Lee Highway.
A request to allow four (4) drive-through service facilities for the proposed development of a two-story bank at 87 West Lee Highway at the corner of Fletcher Drive.  The property is composed of three (3) parcels totaling 1.62 acres (GPIN #6984-49-4245, #6984-49-3245 and #6984-49-2298).  The parcels are to be combined and proposed for a two-story 9,600 square foot bank building.  The property is located in the C Commercial District.  The Comprehensive Plan identifies the property as commercial associated with the Lee Highway retail area.  Property owners are O’Shaughnessy-Hurst Memorial Foundation, Inc (two parcels) and Warrenton Investments, Inc (one parcel).

Letter of Credit Release – Alvin Henry Office Renovation. Request for release of the 

Letter of Credit (No. 433) held for site improvements associated with the renovation of an existing building located at Sullivan and Waterloo Streets for office use (SDP #05-08).  The original bond amount was $26,010.00 and was approved for reduction to a Maintenance Bond by Council on December 12, 2006.  The bond is eligible for release as having fulfilled the requirements of the Maintenance Bond, currently at $3,901.50 for the requisite twelve (12) months, and has been inspected as complete.  The site project was completed September 2006.

Letter of credit Reduction – 74 Waterloo Street, Ann Gravett.  Request for reduction of 
the Letter of Credit (No. SM 227128) held for the site improvements associated with the conversion of a residential structure to a retail use in the Central Business District located at 74 Waterloo Street (SDP #03-18).  The site was previously known as Veranda LLC (office) and the site obligation was transferred when the building was sold.  The original bond amount was $15,056.97 and has not been previously reduced.  The request is for release of the bond, but it is only eligible for reduction to a Maintenance Bond in accordance with Article 3-15.3 of the Warrenton Zoning Ordinance.  The Maintenance Bond is 15% of the original amount or $2,258.55.  As Built drawings must be completed and the bond must be retained for the requisite twelve (12) months.
