Town of Warrenton

Sewer & Water Fees & Charges

For Single Family Dwellings

The following is a brief description of services and estimated costs for obtaining water and sewer service from the Town of Warrenton.

1. Availability Fees:
Amount charged by the Town to make water and/or sewer "available" to the owner's property. These fees fund capital improvements to the Water and Sewer treatment plants and system, and retire existing debt service of the Utilities Department.

For a single family home, the water availability fee is $2,700.00 and sewer availability fee is $4,100.00. The availability fees will be paid to the Town of Warrenton's Building Inspections Department (347‑2405) when building permits are issued. These fees do not include costs associated with physically making the connections to the Town's sewer & water mains (please see below).

For out‑of‑Town single family homes, the water availability fee is $4,050.00 and the sewer availability fee is $6,150.00.

2. Connection Fees:
Amount charged by the Town to physically make the connections to the sewer and/or water mains and extend service to the owner's property.

The Town's utilities department makes connections to existing water and/or sewer mains; the owner is then billed for time and material costs to complete this work. These utility connections will terminate at the property line in a meter box for the water line and with a clean‑out for the sewer line. At that point, the owner's plumbing contractor will bring the services into the house. Estimated costs for the Town to make these connections to the existing mains average between $1,500.00 to $2, 000.00.

If the owner or builder proposes to use a utility contractor to make the connections, the contractor must first be approved by the Town and utility permits obtained by the contractor. For further information, contact Richard Wines/Superintendent of distribution and collection at

Meter Fee:

At the time water service is ready to be turned on, the owner or builder is to contact the Town's Water Accounts Clerk (347‑1101) to set up a water/sewer account. The meter fee for a single family dwelling is to be paid to the water accounts clerk before the Town sets the water meter and service is turned on. This fee is currently $101.41 for 5/8" and 5/8"x3/4" meters. The fee is higher for larger meters. Only Town personnel will turn on the service. Unmetered use of water during construction is prohibited.
